9. The interest on the loan is accrued on the amount by which
the BORROWER's account is credited from the loan
disbursement day - monthly, on the basis of the actual
number of days of the month/365 (three hundred and sixty
five), including the first and excluding the last day of the
period, for all types of loans to private individuals clients.

10. For overdrafts, as an exception to the rule in the previous
item, the annual interest rate shall be accrued on the basis
of the actual number of days /365 (three hundred and sixty
five) of the actual utilized loan amount. The interest accrual
is carried out on a daily basis on the utilized amount in the
respective day and the interest shall be paid on a monthly
basis on the first business day of the month for the previous
month. The BORROWER/GUARANTOR is obliged on the
date of interest payment to provide sufficient funds in their
current account at the BANK to pay the interest due on the
loan, so that the maximum approved overdraft limit is not
exceeded.

11. A change in the total cost under the loan agreement
occurs upon a change in: the EUR/USD exchange rate; the
EURIBOR reference interest rate index; the price of the
service provided by the insurance company and/or the
company performing collateral valuation; the Greek and/or
European legislation concerning the activities of banks; the
current account maintenance fee, caused by an increase in
inflation.

13. Upon disagreement with the changed total cost of the
loan, the BORROWER has the right, before the change
comes into effect, to make an early repayment of the loan
liabilities, without payment of a fee for early repayment.

14. The annual interest rate on the loan may be fixed or
floating. In the event it is a determinable rate, it shall be
determined for each three-month (3-month) /six-month (6-
month) period from the sum of the three-month/ six-month
EURIBOR reference index and an individual margin set out
in the loan agreement. The value of the three-month /six-
month EURIBOR shall be fixed as follows:

IV. REPAYMENT

Where the BORROWER/GUARANTOR uses
simultaneously several loans from the BANK and the amount
paid thereby is not sufficient to pay all due and payable
obligations and it is not stated which obligation is
extinguished, the parties agree that the BANK is entitled to
choose which of the obligations to repay, and the
BORROWER resigns from the right provided by Art. 422 of
the Greek Civil Code (GCC).

21. Upon a reduction of the value of the collateral provided,
regardless of the reasons thereof, the
BORROWER/GUARANTOR is obliged to provide, upon first
written invitation by the BANK, a new collateral, or to repay
their obligations to an amount indicated by the BANK.
