The BANK is a branch of ProCredit Bank
(Bulgaria) EAD, UIC 130598160, a Bulgarian bank in the form of
a single-member public limited company (company limited by
shares) with headquarters and address at 26 Todor Aleksandrov
Blvd., P.C. 1303, Sofia, and e-mail address
contact@procreditbank.bg. ProCredit Bank (Bulgaria) EAD is a
member of the ProCredit group of entities, operates as a Bank
and is supervised by the Bulgarian National Bank (BNB), the
Bulgarian regulatory authority for the banking sector, located at 1
Knyaz Alexander | Sq., 1000, Sofia, Bulgaria.

17. Should the BORROWER declare the intent to make a
premature repayment, and obligations exist under several
agreements concluded between the BORROWER and the
BANK, the obligations shall be paid off in the following order: non-
secured loans; loans secured by promissory note; loans secured
by pledge; and lastly loans secured by prenotice of
mortgage/mortgage on real estate/estates.

Indicatively, any amendment of any of the terms of the contract,
the extension of the deadline for the payment of the
BORROWER’s debt, any compromise, the conversion of the loan
currency, the conclusion of a special interest and repayment
terms, renewal of debt and the recognition of the loan balance by
the BORROWER at any time and in any way, shall directly apply
to the GUARANTOR with no need to be involved. All
GUARANTORS are jointly liable even if they individually
guaranteed for the debt and they did not undertake it together
simultaneously. Each one of the GUARANTORS is liable for the
amount for which they guaranteed, regardless of any other
payment by the GUARANTOR or the BORROWER, until the full
and complete payment of all bank claims against the
BORROWER. If the person or persons who agreed to the present
agreement on behalf of the BORROWER have not (fully or
partially) the relevant power to represent, the present guarantee
shall be valid and apply with the same terms for individuals,
according to Article 231 GCC and will be personally liable
towards the BANK. The GUARANTOR explicitly declares that
they waive their legal right to refuse payment until exhaustion of
enforcement proceedings against the BORROWER (benefits of
excussion and division) as well as the objections, rights and
deadlines laid down in Articles 853, 855, 856, 857, 862-868 CC,
having liability as Primary Debtor.

VIIl. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

31. Failure to perform an obligation under any agreement
concluded with the BANK and/or the company under the name
ProCredit Company EAD and/or the company under the name
ProLease (Bulgaria) EAD, and the
BORROWER/BENEFICIARY/CO-DEBTOR and/or their related
parties as defined in the applicable Greek legislation, is
considered a failure to perform under all agreements.

32. The contents of the agreement may be amended and
supplemented only by expressed mutual agreement between the
parties in writing, except for the cases set out in these General
Terms and Conditions which allow unilateral changes and/or in
cases where partial premature repayment is requested by the
BORROWER. Within 30 days of receiving the application, the
BANK has the right to accept a partial premature repayment and
